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BY-LAWS OF
1127 -TENTH STREET CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION, INC.
: A CALIFORNIA NON-PROFIT CORPORATION

ARTICLE I
NAME, PURPOSE AND LOCATION

Section 1. Name.  The name of this corporation is 1127 TENTH
STREET CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION, INC., a California non-profit corp-
oration, its successors and assigns.

Section 2. Purpose. This Association shall be formed and

shall bperate as an incérporated association immediately subsequent
to the adoption of these By-Laws by the incorporating directors as
set forth in the Articles of Incorporation. An organizational meec-
ing of members shall be held within forty-five (45) days after the
close of sale of the sixth (6th) unit authorized for sale under the
first Public Report but no later than six (6) months after the close
of sale of the first unit in the project. The purpose of the Associ-
ation is co perform the powers and duties thereof as set forth in
these By-Laws and in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and
Restrictions, hereinafter referred to as the "Declaration,' here-
tofore recorded for the benefit of the project and for the benefit
of all purchasers and owners of residential units within the projecet.
Should there be any inconsistency between the provisiong of these

By-Laws and the Declaration, the provisions of the Declaration shall

control.
Section 3. Location. The Association shall have its principal

office at the project site, in the City of Santa Monica, County of
Los Angeles, State of California or as close thereto as practicable
within said City as the Board may determine or as the affairs of the

Association may require from time to time.
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ARTICLE II

DEFINITIONS
Section 1. “Association," shall mean 1127 TENTH STREET

CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION, INC., a California non-profit corpora-
tion, its successors and assigns.

Section 2. "Properties,' shall mean and refer to all of Lot
1 of Tract 35921 in the City of Santa lonica, County of Los
Angeles, State of California, pursuant to the Declaration record-
ed in the Office of the County Recorder of said County, together
with eleven (ll) units and Common Area as more particularly shown
and defined on the Condominium Plan that has been recorded in
connection with the project. : ‘

Section 3. "Unit," in said properties shall mean and refer
to the elements of a condominium which are not owned in common
with other owners of other tondominiums in the project. The
boundaries of a unit shall be the interior surfaces of the peri-
meter walls, floors, ceilings, windows and doors of each unic
where they exist and otherwise to the vertical or horizontal
planes at the limits of the dimensions as shown on the Condominium
Plan that has beer filed pursuant to Section 1351 of the Calif-
ornia Civil Code. The unit shall include both the portions of the
building so described and the airspace so encompassed. In ‘inter-
preting deeds and plans, the existing physical boundaries of a
unit reconstructed in substantial accordancé with the original
plans shall be conclusively presumed to be its boundaries rather
than metes and bounds or other description expressed in the deed
or plan and those of the building. Each unit shall consist of a

dwelling area, together with no less than one (1) parking space.
